Winter Fly Fishing-Don't 
put away your gear just be­
cause it's winter. Good fish­
ing can be had on area 
streams & tailwaters. On the 
Clinch, try abovbe the Weir 
Dam with sizes 20 & 22 ze­
bra midge and midgepupa 
made with red, rust and olive 
bead bodies with gold or sil­
ver heads and rib. Also pro­
ductive are scuds and sow 
bogs #18 and #16 or small 
wooly buggers (olive)! Try a 
#20 Griffith's Gnat fished dry 
or a black-fly pupa (black 
bead, black or black and 
white thread body) #20 under 
an indicator.

Clinch River trout food habits. 
The study confirmed, as most ex­
pected, that midges were the pri­
mary food source. A similar study 
is being considered beginning this 
year. This opportunity will be dis­
cussed at our next chapter meet­
ing. If the chapter opts to pro­
ceed, members would be asked to 
participate. This could be a very 
good project for the chapter that 
would be both scientifically and as 
a chapter activity.
